Breakwater N°1 

There are facilities of Licensees affected by the supply of fuels, an ice factory, fish industrialization and administrative 

management, and properties such as the Ex-National Market of Fisheries Concentration for the auction and transfer of 

fresh fish. 
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Fishermen's dock and breakwater N°10 

The enlistment/registration and unloading operations of fishing vessels called Rada/ Ría (estuary) and Costeros (coastals) 

are carried out. 

 

Terminal N°2 

Breakwater N°2 

The new facilities are located for logistical support tasks for the fishing fleet and container ships fleet, divided into six 

sections, all of which are operational. 

 

 

Breakwater N°3 

On its docking front there is the grain loading gallery that operates by transfer from the silos to the ships. The facilities of 

the Former National Grain Board are located in the area of Breakwater N ° (blank) and B street, currently franchised to 

the Elevadores Mar del Plata S.A. that collect a total of 20,000 tons of grain, which can reach up to 25,000 tons in case of 

carrying out the necessary repair works. There is a loading gallery with eight (8) sleeves, with an estimated load of 400 

tons per hour. 

It consists of a Concrete Pier 276 meters long, divided into two Sections 12th. and 13th., whose front 250mts length is 

licensed to the aforementioned company. This is used for the docking of overseas vessels. It also has a connection sector 

between Breakwaters N ° 2 and N ° 3, integrating a 134 meters long front known as Section 11th, in which fishing vessels 

carry out unloading and enlistment operations. 



 

Terminal N° 4 

Breakwater N° 7 

This berth was separated from fuel operations and is currently used for mooring inactive vessels (mooring line), port 

tugboats and units of the Argentine Coast Guard. 

 

 

 

MILITARY PORT ZONE 

Decree No. 1951 / Buenos Aires, 2-8-83 

Article 1 – Subsection a) of Article 1 of Decree No. 425 dated February 1978, which determines the limits of the Military 

Port Zone of the Port of Mar del Plata, is amended by the following: 

Military Port Zone: To the north, the outer line of the foot of the North Breakwater; to the west, the existing fence on 

the east side of Martínez de Hoz Avenue, up to the extension of the North Side of Juan B. Justo Avenue; to the South, 

the extension of the aforementioned line until reaching a parallel to the axis of Breakwater No. 4, located two hundred 

and fifty meters (250m) South of the North Slope of Hydroplanes Dock E, and along this line until reaching to the lagoon 

following its edge towards the South until reaching a parallel to Breakwater No. 4 that covers towards the South all the 

current existing stone breakwater, as indicated in the sketch that, as Annex I, forms an integral part of this decree. 

 

 

 

 



 

COMMERCIAL PORT AREA 

To the North, the Southern limit of the previous zone. To the West, a parallel line at five meters from the East Cordon of 

Martínez de Hoz Avenue and located to the East of it, until its intersection with the North limit of Plot 3b of former 

Chacra 91/Farm 91, related to the redesign of the same plan, according to plan 45-525-46 of the Province of Buenos 

Aires Dirección de Geodesia, following that limit for a length of 24.57 meters, and then on the Southeast side (according 

to an angle of 101 ° 18 ') of the same parallel, in a length of 61.27 meters. From this point, it will return to the line of five 

meters at the East of the East Cordon of Martínez de Hoz Avenue, until it intercepts a parallel to the axis of the South 

Breakwater, located 850 meters from it; to the south, the limit will be parallel to the axis of the start of the South 

Breakwater, up to the sea. 

 

 

 

 

 

TERMINAL N° 5 

Fammables Station 

These facilities allow the operation of a single vessel to divert cargoes of liquid fuel to the tanks of the YPF plants and the 

9 de Julio plant. 

Delimitation of the area covered: the areas occupied by the Port of Mar del Plata, both in its Military and Commercial 

Zone, are clearly defined in Decrees No. 425/78 and 1951/83, which are partially transcribed below.
